Stimulus Package Offers Big Incentives for First-time Homebuyers!

The American Recovery & Reinvestment Act (ARRA), a $787 hillion stimulus package
signed by President Obama in February, includes a major benefit that every first-time
homebuyer should be aware of. Designed to stimulate activity in the housing sector,
ARRA offers an $8,000 tax credit for first-time homebuyers who purchase a qualifying
property between January 1, 2009 and December 1, 2009.

o Tax credit is $8,000, or 10 percent of the purchase price,
whichever is less

o The home must be used as a primary residence. ARRA offers an
o No repayment or recapture clause on the credit as long as the :
purchaser is in the home as a primary residence for three years $8’000 tax credit
0 Available to first-time homebuyers. The Internal Revenue for first-time
Service (IRS) defines a first-time homebuyer as anyone
who has not owned a home as a primary residence in the homebuyers
past three years.
0 Income requirements are based on modified adjusted gross who purchase a
income (MAGI). If you are single and your MAGI is less than o
$75,000 per year, you qualify for the full value of the credit. qualifying property
0 Properties must be one of the following eligible types:
— asingle-family detached home between
— aduplex _ N 9
— an attached home; i.e., a townhouse or condominium January 1, 2009 &
— a manufactured home, or
— a houseboat December 1, 2009

0 The home must be purchased between January 1, 2009
and December 1, 2009

0 There is no application, so no approval is
necessary. If you qualify for the credit, simply
complete IRS form 5405 and claim the amount
on Line 69 of your 1040. The fact that the credit
is refundable means that the homebuyer credit
can be claimed even if the taxpayer has little or
no federal income tax liability to offset.

o If you qualify for the tax credit and buy a
home in 2009, you can apply the tax credit
against your 2008 tax return. Consult a tax
specialist before you file this April.

As a result of generous support from the St. Louis-Jefferson Solid Waste Management
District and the Missouri Department of Natural Resources, the City of St. Louis is able
to offer financial assistance to 3,799 households in zip codes 63108, 63110, 63112,
63113, 63116, 63139 and 63147 for the cost of curbside recycling service. For one
year of service, the resident pays a portion of the annual fee while the Refuse Division
utilizes grant funding to cover the remainder of the cost.

o In this program [operated as first-come, first-served], a recycling truck collects aluminum,
glass, plastic, and steel containers; mixed paper; and cardboard from the curb once-per-week.

0 Regarding paying for curbside recycling service, understand
that the industry is still in transition. There is a common
misperception that is it highly lucrative, so consumers
should not have to pay for service. Small revenues are
received for some of the recyclables collected in this
curbside program, but any such income is currently
insufficient to cover its cost. The City is continually making
efforts to improve the cost-effectiveness of this program.

O Residents who do not live in eligible zip codes and wish to .
contract individually for curbside recycling may contact -
Earth Circle Recycling to determine if that service is available in their area. Contact them via
email at earthcirclerecycling@earthcirclerecycling.com or by phone at 314.664.1450. For more
information, visit their website at http://www.earthcirclerecycling.com.

o City residents may also use any of 27 dropoff recycling sites located throughout St. Louis City.
For more info about these sites, visit http://stlouis.missouri.org/citygov/recycle/locations.htm.

How To Enroll

For those who live in the above state zip codes, mail a check or money order in the amount of
$26.25 payable to Earth Circle Recycling, Post Office Box 3505, St. Louis, Missouri 63143. The
payment must be postmarked by April 15, 2009. Be sure the address where you would like service
is printed or written on the check or money order. The fee covers 7 months of once-per-week
service, beginning in May and ending November 30, 2009. Before service begins, a blue bin will
be delivered to you, along with information about day of the week pick-up schedule. If funding is
secured for the following year, renewal invoices will be sent in the Fall of 2009.

What Else Can | Do?

Recycling at home is the first step towards reducing household waste. An informed consumer can
go a long way saving valuable resources from the landfill. Buy in bulk and choose products with less
packaging. Once you are familiar with the materials that can be recycled through the curbside
recycling service, select goods packaged in these types of containers.
